Scoring will be done based on a pre-ride exam compared to a post ride exam in the
areas of:

Tack, Legs — self inflicted injuries, Lameness, Mechanical and Metabolic Fatigue, Final
Pulse and Respiration, and behavior. Each horse/pony/mule starts with 100 points and
points are deducted accordingly.

Horses should be shod, so come prepared as there will be no farrier. Easy boots are
permitted.

No leg protection such as bell boots. Splint boots may be used.
Any type tack is permitted.

Riding Helmets: ASTM-SEI APPROVED HELMETS ARE REQUIRED FOR ALL RIDERS WHEN
THEY ARE MOUNTED ANYWHERE ON THE PREMISES. ALL BAREBACK RIDING IS
PROHIBITED!!!

Eligibility: The ride is open to equines (mares, geldings and mules) 4 years old or older AS
OF THE RIDE DATE and service-ably sound. No lactating mares or mares in their last half
of pregnancy.

JUDGES’DECISIONS ARE FINAL.

ENTRY FEE: $36.00 ADULT, $26.00 SENIOR OR JUNIOR (on or before May 18,2011 — add
$10 after this date.

Saturday a.m. — coffee, tea, hot chocolate and donuts will be supplied to the riders.

A completion award will be awarded to everyone with individual awards given to Adult
Division- Heavy weight(rider including tack 160lbs and over), Light weight (159lbs and
under rider including tack), Senior Division and Junior Division.

A current (negative within one year) Coggins test with your entry is required. If you don’t
have a current Coggins, send a copy of what you have and bring the new one with you.
REQUESTED: Proof that your horse is current on annual shots and RABIES.

A $10 NON REFUNDABLE DEPOSIT WILL HOLD YOU A SPOT. BALANCE OF ENTRY FEE IS
DUE UPON CHECKIN.
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
